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By now most of you have wandered around the old building where our demolition pro-
ject began last week, and have seen the “fruits of our labors.” Let me tell you, it was some-
thing to behold! There were at least 30 volunteers rotating in and out of the building over a
period of a few days, and all sorts of things happened. There were no injuries (other than a
couple of bruises and a few close calls!), and we completely filled a huge dumpster with con-
struction materials and trash.

Our church Library was completely dismantled and moved, and thanks to our Church
Librarian, Velma Gipson and her husband JW, many of our outdated books and resources are
being recycled, with room being made for new materials. Along with the work on the Library we
were also able to move our Child Care Director, Lori Clemens, into a larger and recently re-
modeled office area. After these two projects were well on their way to completion we were
able to begin the “fun” part of the project — smashing down the walls and ceiling! Hammers
and sledges were swinging, and everyone was able to work out some anger on an unsuspect-
ing section of wall, including our youngest workers, T.J. and Sammy Scott. Because we had
so many volunteers on the job, we were able to completely remove the walls and ceiling, along
with the old flooring, by early afternoon Saturday. After a short time of clean-up around the
building, everyone went home to take a well-deserved nap. Allin all, it was a great effort!

There are so many good things that can come into a church from a project like this.
Let me explain:

First of all, when God'’s people work together to complete a task, they begin to sense
that there is a greater purpose to what they are doing. They aren't just building a classroom or
remodeling a hallway; they are working to further God’s Kingdom! This is what the Church is
all about — God'’s people, working together, to develop ministries that will help people in their
daily lives, and bring them into contact with the God who loves them.

Another thing that occurs is the most obvious — people get to know each other, in ways
that just speaking to each other in the hallway cannot duplicate. | witnessed this firsthand over
the weekend'’s efforts: A group of people that attend the same church every week gathered to
work, and met some of their fellow church-members for the first time. After a few hours of hard
work, though, these people were laughing, telling jokes, and sharing stories from their lives.
New relationships were established, and older relationships were renewed and enhanced.
This is Christian fellowship as God intended!

Finally, when people work together on a project like this, they “buy in” to the church’s
ministry. This doesn’t mean anything is purchased, of course; what this means is that when
people work on a project to build a church’s ministry, they have a sense of ownership in the
ministry. The ministry is not just something a church does, it becomes “personal,” and is a way
that lasting commitments to a congregation are made.

There is no down side to working together like we have on this expansion. Our church
will be able to offer expanded ministries in the future, and some will remember the events of
the weekend for years to come. God is working in us, and through us, to bring about His plan
for this ministry. | hope you will join us in our efforts here at FBC, and support it any way that
you can. The future is bright!
